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environment, and is not allowed pursuant to 30 TAC §305.70(d). To facilitate
compliance with 30 TAC §305.70(d), the erosion repair provisions identified in 30
TAC §330.165(g), and ponded water repair requirements identified in 30 TAC
§330.167, the landfill manager should inspect intermediate and final cover in place
during the active phases of the facility on a monthly basis at a minimum, and within
seven days following severe rainfall events. Please amend the SOP to make
provision for a frequency of conducting periodic inspections which meets MSW
Rules.

Section 25.4 of the SOP has been revised to include and inspection frequency of at least once
per month, and within seven days following severe rainfall events. Copies of the cover page
and table of contents pages, pages 35 through 43 of the text, and the divider page for
Appendix F have been included.

As requested in your letter, I have enclosed an original and two copies of the response submittal,
one of which has been highlighted in redline/strikeout format to indicate the revisions made. We
have also forwarded a copy to the TCEQ Region office in Corpus Christi.

The City of Alice respectfully requests your review and approval of the modifications to the SOP
outlined in the attached documents and the previous submittals. Please contact me if you have
any questions or need additional information.
